The VSD is once again offering the Latino Parent Program, which continues through Thursday, March 27th,
every Tuesday and Thursday from 6:00 PM to 8:30 PM at the JPCC. The program offers ELL classes for
parents in our community who want to increase their English skills; and in addition, the ability to access
CONEVYyT, an online portal where parents can access English language programs and other resources in
Spanish. CONEVYyT is being used at FVHS for Spanish-speaking students to study Math and Science in
Spanish while they struggle to do everything they can to learn English. With the success we have had at Fort, it
was decided that a pilot program for parents would be the most logical second step.

The parents of the program have been very excited to have the opportunity to access CONEVyT, and also to
have a chance to gain computer skills. For many of the parents in the program, it is their first time on a computer.
Their desire to learn has been so overwhelming that the program hours were adjusted so they could have more
time.

CONEVYyT is being used in other locations around the state and country that have permanent Plazas
Comunitarias (Learning Centers) for people to work on Spanish literacy skills, as well as offering the ability to
work on finishing their Primary and Secondary Certificates through Mexico while living in the States. The
program was gifted to the United States by the Mexican Government, so there is no cost to access the program.

Please take notice of the recent changes in the Student Handbook (Revisions in Regulation 5159, Regulation of Student
Behavior). ** # OHPL & - , is included in the Student Handbook. On January
28, 2008, the school board approved revisions in the regulation which are highlighted below, and which become
effectively immediately.

Sec. VII. A. Sanctions for Student Misconduct
This section defines the term discipline and for the first time, some examples are given to help students and parents
understand what is included under "discipline™.

The regulation now reads:

"Discipline means all forms of correction, other than expulsion and suspension, and shall include the exclusion of a
student. Examples of discipline include noon detention, in-school suspension, Saturday School, denial of recess, and
Parent Resolution Time where the parent and administrator agree that the parent may remove the student from school
to counsel the child about the matter."

Please note the term "Parent Resolution Time", which in the past has been referred to as a "tolerance day". The new
term better reflects the purpose of the time.

Sec. VII.E. 1. b.
A short term suspension (ten consecutive days or fewer) may be used with students in kindergarten through grade four,
but the total amount of time during a semester or trimester cannot exceed ten days.

Sec. VII.E. 1. c.
A short term suspension (ten consecutive days or fewer) may be used with students in the 5th grade and above, but the
total amount of time in a semester or trimester cannot exceed 15 days.

Sec. VII. E. 2. b.
No student in kindergarten through grade four can receive a long term suspension (eleven or more school days).

Sec. VII. E.2. c.

For students in grade five and above who receive a long term suspension (eleven or more school days), the long term
suspension cannot be imposed in such a way that it causes a student to lose academic grades or credit for more than
one semester or trimester during the same school year.

The newly revised regulation in its complete form should be available on the district website, www.vansd.org , under
Policies and Regulation. To be sure you are reading the current regulation, check the date of revision. It should say
