News from the Nurse:

Attention Freshman Parents: Scoliosis screening is scheduled for Tuesday, May 13.

Scoliosis is a side-to-side curve of the spine. The purpose of this screening is to recognize, at the earliest
stages, any deviation from normal so that the need for referral for treatment can be determined. Scoliosis
screening is required by law for school students in the state of Washington in grade 9.

The procedure is a very simple one. Students are screened individually in the nurse’s office by the Vancouver
School District Nurses. The student will be asked to remove his or her shirt.

Girls are asked to wear underclothing which allows clear visualization of their spine and musculature.
All students should wear shirts/tops that are easily removable.

You may refuse screening for you child by checking one of the exemptions below. | encourage you to

do so, if your child has had a physical this past year. Should your child decline to be screened or
come unprepared, he or she will not be screened.
